TUITION RATESAND MATERIAL FEE 2011-2012

A Tuition Flyer for the 2010-2011 School Year will be sent home. PLEASE be
aware that due to the fact OLL had NOT raised its Tuition rate for 3 (Three) years,
that there will be an increase in the Tuition rate for next year. Please note that Pre-
Kindergarten and Kindergarten Program will continue to be a separate rate from
that of Grades 1-8. With Pre-K and K, the Tuition rate is the same for Supporting
and Non-Supporting families. Tuition rates for Supporting and Non-Supporting
families are applicable to students enrolled in grades 1 through 8. All students
(Pre-K-8) have a Material Fee.



REGISTRATION FEE

Re-registration fee for the year 2011-2012 started for all the students who currently
are enrolled in Our Lady of Lourdes School. All tuition for the present school year
must be current before registration is accepted. A Re-Registration Agreement
Form will be sent home this month. Families should fill out the form and mail or
send information to school with your child as soon as possible, and/or before
March 9, 2010. All families wishing to return to OLL in September 2011 MUST
HAVE ALL SCHOOL FEES PAID by April 22™ due date. If the registration form
Is not turned in on time, we cannot hold places for families wishing to return.

REGISTRATION REQUIREMENTS

In order to be eligible for registration families must meet certain requirements
listed in the School Policy Book. A student must be in good standing both
academically and behavioraly. Parents must demonstrate a spirit of cooperation
and have no outstanding fees. Registration Agreement Forms will be returned to
families not meeting these requirements. Sr. Rose Mary will notify these families
at the end of the school year.

Our Lady of Lourdes will continue to offer Pre-Kindergarten for 2011-2012 school
year only full time. Children must be four years of age by September 1, 2011 to
reqgister.
